STORYBOOK PARTY

(You can used any of your favorite fingerplays and songs)

Storytime format:

1. Song- Shake your sillies out (Raffi cd, Yummy Yummy cd by Wiggles, Tumble Tots cd)

2. Fingerplay-Way up high in an apple tree

3. Read- Princess & the Pea by Janet Stevens – I liked this version because it is simple and you can act it out
4. Song- # Animal Quiz from Can a cherry pie wave goodbye? by Hap Palmer

5. Fingerplay- Two fat sausages

6. Read- Tortoise and the Hare – any version

7. Fingerplay- Clap your hands

Fingerplays:

Way up high in an apple tree




(arms up in the air)
Two little apples smiled at me




(wiggle your fingers)
I shook that tree as hard as I could



(shake your arms back and forth)
Down came the apples---mmm, were they good!

(rub your tummy)
Two fat sausages






(put thumbs up in the air)
Sizzling in the pan






(wiggle thumbs)
One went pop!






(open both hands)
The other went bam!





(clap hands)
Clap, clap, clap your hands

Wave them in the breeze

Put them up, put them down

Put them on your knees

Each activity station also has a coloring sheet related to the book

Craft / Activities:

Ugly Duckling – duck paper bag puppet.  I borrowed a duck puppet diecut from another library.  The only thing I needed was glue sticks and paper bags.

Little Engine that could – train mural.  I bought blue wrapping paper and hand drew train tracks.  I had train diecuts premade.  We put the kids name on the train and they glue the train onto the train tracks.  

Jack and the Beanstalk – beanbag game.  I had a fake greenstalk made from a swim noodle.  The kids threw beanbags into a fake house.  This one is hard to recreate.  I used stuff I already had available.  

Three little pigs – I took three large cardboard boxes and put a picture of hay, brick, and stick on the front of the box.  I laminated three pictures of pigs and had the kids toss them into the boxes.

Cinderella – make a wand from a straw and streamers

Frog Prince -kiss the frog.  I made a large frog out of green felt.  I found a pair of lips from clipart, laminated it and put velcro on the back.  Instead of pin the tail on the donkey, we played kiss the frog.  Blindfold is optional.

Snow white -make a crown.  This one I had a diecut to use.  The kids decorated the pre-cut crown using star stickers and crayons.  You can get 700 star stickers for a few dollars at Walmart.  If you don’t have a diecut to use, just google crown template.

Storybook – they make a book from the coloring sheets.  I have a cover, crayons and yarn available at this station.

PIRATES!

Storytime format:

1. Sing: If you’re a pirate and you know it

Words are from website: www.bornlibrarian.blogspot.com/2006/10/pirate-storytime-songs-and-fingerplays.html
Ask the parents to sing along.  You can post the words on a felt board or hand out the words to each parent.

2. Book: Pirate Treasure Hunt by Jan Peck  

I used puppets while reading the story.  I didn’t have a jaguar puppet, so I substitued it with a lion puppet.  I also didn’t have a vulture puppet, so I substitued with a parrot puppet.

3. Song:  Let’s go on a jungle walk from Dippin’ in the paint box by Gail Benton and Trisha Waichulaitus.  It fits well after reading Pirate Treasure Hunt.  We had enough money to purchase small extending telescopes from Oriental Trading Company.  They were $2.99 per dozen.  You could also use toilet paper rolls as telescopes.

4. Fingerplay: One little, two little, three little pirates, four little, five little, six little pirates, seven little, eight little, nine little pirates, ten little pirates sail off to sea.

5. Book: Bubble bath pirates! by Jarrett Krosoczka

Props for book- I used a blue plastic tub and a papertowel.  The kids thought it was hilarious that I got in the tub.  

6. Song:  Captain Feathersword who loves to dance from “Yummy Yummy” cd by the Wiggles.

Optional song: “Our boat is rocking on the sea” from Here comes the big red car cd by the Wiggles.  This song would be fun to use with bells.

Crafts:

Decorate your own pirate hat.  We had a teen volunteer construct hats from old newspaper.  The kids only needed to glue a picture of a skull and bone and/or star onto the hat with a gluestick.

We also handed out a chocolate treasure coin, a coloring sheet and a tattoo.  The Mardi Gras chocolate coins cost $9.99 for 68 pieces.  The tattoos from Oriental Trading Company didn’t transfer well to my hand, so I wouldn’t purchase them again.  They could use the tattoos as stickers.

We also put out a crawl tunnel and our wooden toy rocking boat.  They are from our Family Place program.  It was nice to have the extra activity for younger siblings.

MOTHER GOOSE FESTIVAL

Storytime format:

1. Music - use your favorite version of the Mulberry Bush song

2. Fingerplay- This little piggy.  Repeat twice.  The first time use your fingers.  The second time use whole body: both arms, both legs, and tummy.

3. Book: Big Fat Hen by Keith Baker

4. Rhyme time – Hey diddle diddle   props – cat puppet, cow puppet, dog puppet, dish, spoon.  Usually the parents will sing with you.

5. Rhyme time – Little Miss Muffet – is fun to act out if you have a co-worker or teen volunteer to help you. Props – chair, bowl, and spider tied to a string.  I made a spider from felt.

6. Music cd – One, two, buckle my shoe from Singable Nursery Rhymes cd made by Kimbo

7. Fingerplay – Pat-a-cake

8. Rhyme time – Little Jack Horner    props – fake pie with a real olive or blueberry inside it.  I took an empty pie tin from Marie Callendar and glued tan felt over the top.  Cut some slits in the felt and place real olives in it.  When we recited the rhyme together everyone was surprised that I ate a plum (olive).

9. Rhyme time – Hickory Dickory Dock.  I made a clock out of cardboard, but you can print one from clipart

10. Rhyme time – Sing a song of sixpence     props-chef hat with same pie, but have a string of paper birds attached.

11. Music cd – Pop goes the weasel from Wee Sing for baby cd

12. Music cd – Hickory Dickory Dock from Wee Sing for baby cd

13. Book: Mary had a little lamb by Sarah Hale    I used my lamb puppet

14. Sing – twinkle little star

15. Music cd – Ring around the Rosie from Wee Sing for baby cd

OPTIONAL SONG: I found this great version of Humpy Dumpty song after I already finished the program.  I use it in my regular storytimes.  I use with egg shakers.  The cd is called Wiggleworms love you by Old Town School of Folk Music

OPTIONAL BOOKS:   I found these later after my program.  They are wonderful. 
Hickory Dickory Dock by Keith Baker.

Ten in the Bed by Jane Cabrera
Old Mother Hubbard by Jane Cabrera

One, two, buckle my shoe by Jane Cabrera

Craft stations:

Mary had a little lamb  - had a picture of a lamb and children glued fiberfill cotton onto the paper 

Hey diddle diddle – made a cow paperbag puppet.  I borrowed the cow diecut from another library and just need paperbags

Twinkle little star – tape a star onto a popsicle stick

Two little blackbirds – made bird wings from toilet paper and taped streamers on.  

Mary, Mary quite contrary – garden mural.  Use blue or green butcher paper or tablecloth and the kids glue on the paper flowers for Mary’s garden.   I already had pictures of a fence and a sun on the paper to make it more complete.

Three little kittens – It was a simple fun game.  I had a big basket of clothes with a pair of mittens hidden inside.  The kids helped the kitten find their lost mittens.  

The last station was the cover for the “My Mother Goose Coloring Book”

FINALE:  (OPTIONAL)

We did a finale and had the kids came back after crafts:

We used the wings they made and played High & Low song with wings. The cd is called Learning Basic Skills through music Vocabulary by Hap Palmer.

We sang twinkle little star using their star craft

Sang Hey diddle diddle using their cow puppet

Played: Do you know the muffin man?  And handed out mini-muffins

options:  Have a parade around the library and come back to program room and hand out muffins

options:  We had a volunteer play and sing on his autoharp, “Do you know the muffin man?” and we followed him out to the park and muffins were waiting.  We have a park right next door to our library.

JINGLE BELL ROCK

Storytime format:

1. SING – Reindeer Hokey-Pokey.  You can google it.  I found it from www.dltk-holidays.com
2. Book- Night before Christmas.  The book is a bit too long.  We papercliped some pages together.  I wore a Santa suit.

3. Song – Little Green Tree.  Holiday Piggyback songs by Kimbo Educational

4. Fingerplay- 
Way up high on the Christmas tree

Two little candy canes smiled at me

I shook that tree as hard as I could

And down came the candy canes

Hmm, we’re they good!

5. Book: Snow by Uri Shulevitz

props for book:  I mainly used it as a felt story.  I did use a few props.  Grandfather with beard, I used a Santa beard.  Man with hat, I just grabbed any funny hat I had.  Woman with umbrella, I used a small cocktail drink umbrella because it’s fun and easy to handle.  You can definitely use a real umbrella.

6. song- Let’s clap hands for Santa Claus from Wiggly, wiggly Christmas cd

7. fingerplay – 
I’m a friendly snowman,

big and fat.

Here is my tummy and here is my hat.

When the weather’s cold,

I’m strong and tall,

But when it’s warm I get very small.

8. felt board- you can find tons of things online.  www.preschooleducation.com has some great ideas.  I used five little reindeers.

9. song- This is Christmas time from Holiday Piggyback cd

10. Bells – Jingle Bells from Christmas magic cd.  You can do either Jingle bells or Jingle Bell rock.  You can use either bells you use from your regular storytime that you collect each time.  Or you can hand out Polar Express bells for them to keep.  I bought them from Walmart for $5 for 24.  Or you can buy them from Oriental Trading Company.  Make sure you buy the Jumbo size.  I threaded yarn through so the kids could wear around their neck.  Make sure you separate them because they can get tangled up quickly.

Crafts-  I picked two crafts.  Here are some options:

Stocking craft – I had a cardstock picture of a stocking and they decorate it with glitter glue, crayons and glueing diecuts of stars and miniature teddy bears. I made a large fireplace for decoration.  I bought red Christmas wrapping paper and you can use a black sharpie or black tape to draw the lines for the brick.  I printed out some clipart they looked like a wood grain for the mantle top.

Reindeer paperbag puppet – I used a diecut of a child’s hand and that made the atlers.  I bought large pom pom for the noses and they drew on the eyes and mouth.  You can buy googly eyes, but beware of choking hazards. 

Ornament craft – I bought at Walmart a box of pre-made foam ornaments.  All you need is glue.   

Santa’s beard-Find your favorite picture of Santa.  I would use just a headshot of Santa instead of a full body.  The kids would glue fiberfill onto Santa’s beard and trim of his hat.

Snowflake craft-  Find your favorite picture of a snowflake.  The children would use a glitter pen to decorate the snowflake.  You could use regular glitter, but a glitter pen is less messy and easier for little hands.

Optional game – Pin the carrot on the snowman.  I bought a paper snowman that you put on a door or window for decoration.  I bought it at the dollar store.  I made five paper carrots.  Blindfolding is optional.  It depends on the age of the child.

Crafts:

1.Shark headband.  Take two pieces of paper and cut them in strips and tape them together.  Find your favorite shark picture and tape it on the front.  We used two different clipart pictures.  One was a scary looking shark and the other was a silly shark.

2. Make a shark habitat.  I bought a blue plastic tablecloth from the dollar store.  I made a variety of ocean animals from diecuts.  The kids glued the fish onto the tablecloth.  It made a beautiful mural.  I had a child plastic swimming pool that I put all the diecuts in and the kids liked picking it out.  We had crayons available for them to put their names of the diecuts.

3. option- As a giveaway, give the kids shark squirters to take home.  

4. option- bring out the tunnel and boat toy from the Family Place closet.
